                       
 THE FIRST AND LAST INN   ACCESS STATEMENT

Introduction
The First & Last Inn is a traditional 17th century Inn. With low beamed ceilings and Granite floors. There are 2 entrances to the Inn. One from the car park at the rear , with a ramp to the entrance door. The other is at the front of the building and is accessed from the main A30 with no pavement.

· There is a Bus service which stops directly opposite the Inn, The train station in Penzance is approx 8 miles.

Arrival and entrance
· The car Park is at the rear of the Inn and  has a gravel surface.
· There is a Ramp to the Door  which is  81cm wide.
Bar Area
· A  wide corridor leads to the main Bar area which has a smooth granite floor and low beams.
· The actual bar is 105cm high . We’re happy to give table service if required
· The front door [onto the main A30] exits from this area and is 88cm wide.
Dining room
· There is a small Dining room, doorway measures 156cm with 6 tables space is fairly cramped. However customers are welcome to eat anywhere in the Bar area if they prefer.
Toilets [Ladies]
· There are 3 cubicles doorways measuring 69cm each
· Three hand sinks measuring 86cm high
· Hand drier 132cm high
Toilets   [Gents]
· There is 1 cubicle doorway measuring 71cm
· There are 4 urinals 3 of which are 72cm high and 1 61cm high
· Handwash sinks are 89cm high
· A hand drier is provided and it is 133cm high
Outside Area
· There is a large paved and covered Shelter for smokers with a flat entrance and surface . The shelter is well lit.
· Several benches and tables are on paved areas and several are on grassed areas, close to the Ramp and car park
